Access to the collection is free of charge and the collection includes the West Sacramento News Ledger and the West Sacramento Press dating from August 1964 to June 1994.
Microfilm requests can be made with a valid Yolo County Library card or with valid California or out-of-state identification such as a driver’s license or general state identification card.  Requests can be made in-person or by phone at the Library Information Desk, using the form below.  
The library does not allow inter-library loan of microfilm, and does not possess a microfilm reader printer.  Microfilm can only be viewed using the microfilm reader/printer at the Davis branch of the Yolo County Library.  
Please allow 3 days to 1 week for the microfilm request to be sent to the library for viewing.  You will be contacted by the library staff when your request is ready.
