The Turner Community Room has a maximum occupancy of 104 persons, with approximate seating of capacity 80 persons.

The Turner Community Room is equipped with:  14 six-foot tables, an electronically operated projection screen, overhead projector, DVD/VCR, and a sound system.  

Limited kitchen facilities are available and include a sink and counter with hot and cold water.  Groups utilizing kitchen facilities must provide their own supplies and there is no refrigerator. There is a $10.00 fee to use the kitchen or serve food and beverages.

The fee for use of the Turner Community Room is $10.00 per hour (or any portion of an hour) when the library is closed.  This charge is in addition to the $10.00 food and beverage fee.  A call back fee is charged ($50.00) if the security system is not set properly when the room is used after the Library is closed.

Parking is limited so we ask that your event attendees use available street parking in order to allow building access to library users.

Any non-profit or community group may reserve either room.  Please stop by or call the Reference Desk (916) 375-6465, to make a reservation, fill out a contract, and make a payment.  
Meeting Room Policies

· Reservations may be made up to three months in advance of the meeting date.
· Library staff cannot hold a meeting room without receipt of payment.

· Groups may not charge fees.  Reservations are not final until a contract is signed and payment is made.  
· Use of these meeting rooms does not constitute an endorsement by the Library.  All activities must be open to the public at no charge. 
·  In order to ensure maximum access to the community room for all groups, no group, except the library and other Yolo County Departments may reserve the room for more than one day within a week.
