Community Correctional Partnership (CCP)

Reallocation Proposal

March 13th, 2012

The Community Corrections Partnership identified the following recommendations for the Board of Supervisor’s consideration in the reallocation of identified AB 109 implementation savings:

Emergent Referral Needs ($10,000)

Acknowledging the unanticipated and emerging needs of the offender population, the Probation Department will utilize these funds to expedite mental health/substance abuse assessments and meet immediate housing, bed space, and medication needs of the realigned offender population. 
Behavioral Health Assessments ($5,000)

Mental health and dual diagnosis assessments administered by the Department of Alcohol, Drug and Mental Health upon the supervised offender population. 

Independent Living Services ($18,000)

Provided through coordinated collaboration between county agencies (primarily ADMH and Probation) and community based organizations, independent living services are intended to promote client self-sufficiency and include but are not limited to the following: temporary housing, transportation, clothing, and general hygiene and health products. 

Behavioral Health Treatment Needs ($82,000)

This allocation would provide direct services for immediate behavioral health treatment needs of the realigned offender population. After the Probation Department identifies a behavioral health need, the client will then be referred to an appropriate service provider. All referrals will be based on offender needs assessments and will facilitate appropriate treatment such as cognitive behavioral therapy (i.e. Thinking 4 Change), substance abuse treatment, and mental health issues. Resourcing providers based on client needs will allow Yolo County to maximize existing capacity and provide immediate service delivery to current clients.  All programming will be provided on a needs basis. 
Evidence Based Practices Training ($15,000)

This allocation provides evidence-based, cognitive behavioral program training for service providers to enhance the development of a community-wide portfolio of evidence based treatments available to offenders. The Yolo County Probation Department will support the training in and development of Moral Reconation Therapy (MRT) across interested providers.  MRT is a cognitive-behavioral program for substance abuse treatment and criminal justice offenders.  Used in 47 states, studies show MRT is a cost effective programming option that reduces offender recidivism and enhances public safety. (Pg. 11 of Alternative Considerations, 2011 AB 109 Mitigation and Planning)

Vocational Training Program ($50,000)

Considering employment is a significant criminogenic need among Yolo County realigned clients, the Sheriff’s Department will utilize resources to develop an in-custody Vocational Training Program. Program goals include establishing in-custody vocational development and assisting offenders in obtaining employment upon community re-entry. The Sheriff’s Department anticipates accommodating up to thirty inmates per program cycle. (Pg. 21 of Alternative Considerations, 2011 AB 109 Mitigation and Planning)
