e Refrain from telling the deputy on how to perform their duties.

e Remain in the vehicle or watercraft unless the deputy approves exiting.

¢ Do not carry weapons or firearms, cameras, tape recorders, portable radios, or any device that may distract the
deputy from his/her duty. This includes those individuals who possess a valid Concealed Weapons Permit.
This includes all peace officers unless approval from a supervisor has been given.

¢ Refrain from using the Sheriff's Department equipment.

¢ Keep all information confidential concerning investigations and arrest.
