I.
INTRODUCTIONS

· Aviation Advisory Committee members present included Andrew Dowling, Ray Ferrell, Bill Ferrier, John Hancock, Gary Pelfrey, and Jason Russell.  This constituted a quorum of 4 or more.
· West Plainfield Advisory Committee members present included David Gilmer.  This did not constitute a quorum of 3 or more.
· County staff in attendance included Wes Ervin, Mindi Nunes, and Terry Vernon

· Dotty Pritchard represented Supervisor Matt Rexroad;

· Public members in attendance included Chris Galloway and Jimmy Rollison.
II. PUBLIC COMMENT -- none
III. ELECTION OF CHAIR AND VICE-CHAIR – AIRPORT ADVISORY COMMITTEE
· The Aviation Advisory Committee elected Ray Farrell as Chair and Gary Pelfrey as Vice-Chair.

IV.
ELECTION OF CHAIR AND VICE-CHAIR – WEST PLAINFIELD ADVISORY COMMITTEE

· No election for West Plainfield Advisory Committee. Quorum not present.
V.
REVIEW OF BUDGET/FINANCIAL STATUS OF THE AIRPORT

· Terry Vernon announced that the county’s Airport Enterprise budget was in a deficit for Fiscal Year 2011-12. Sources of revenue include lease revenues and grants from FAA and Caltrans Aeronautics Division, plus a small amount for concessions and fuel sales. Costs include water system maintenance, water system debt service, consultant time, staff time, and utilities.
· The Committees requested a full discussion of the budget, its condition, and any revenue enhancements or cuts that can be made.  Staff agreed to present and discuss the budget at the November 3 meeting.

REVIEW OF AIRPORT INSPECTION RESULTS

· Gary Pelfrey, who is under contract with the County to inspect the runway, gave an update of runway issues. The top issues in 2011 to-date include birds (turkeys), FOD, and bathroom combination lock problems.
VI.
TREE REMOVAL UPDATE

· Wes Ervin stated that in February the FAA required and Environmental Assessment prior to issuing the grant for tree removal, which was completed in May.  FAA completed its review in August, which was too late to obtain funds this Federal Fiscal year.  The county needs to re-apply in January and May of 2012 for actual felling in the fall.   All other work is completed, including a raptor study, an historic survey, and all CEQA documentation.
VIII.
DISCUSSION ON INCREASE OF FOREIGN OBJECT DEBRIS (FOD) 

· Gary Pelfrey noted that so far there were 8 instances of FOD on the runway.  He brought a bucket with the items.
IX.
SWEEPING

· Sweeping is occurring twice a month and is coordinated by Gary Pelfrey. There was general agreement that the sweeping schedule appears to be working.
X.
REQUIRED NOTAMS THAT SHOULD BE POSTED AT ALL TIMES

· NOTAMS are being posted for sweeping and skydiving (permanent NOTAM). Committee and public participants agreed that NOTAMS should be posted for weed abatement, spraying, disking, etc. Staff will follow through
XI.
OTHER ITEMS NOT ON THE AGENDA

· A general discussion identified the following action items for staff follow-up:
· Heavier weight limits allowed by the new pavement should be updated on official airport postings;

· The county’s web site and other information about the airport should be updated;

· Fencing, which is on the long-range Capital Improvement Plan, should be carefully considered before simply fencing the entire airport. The AOPA Web Site may provide relevant information;

· The new windmill along CR 95 should be checked to make sure it is out of any flight patterns;

· Beacon lights should be checked. They may be operating during the day and may not be set to be activated by pilots.

· Accommodations for waste oil drop-off should be provided by the county.

· County should confirm whether the West Plainfield Advisory Committee should be reviewing land use applications in its territory.

· The AWOS should be checked for proper location and calibrated.

· Committee rosters and contact information should be distributed to the committees
