Bring the kids and they’ll get their ‘hands in the dirt’ as they
learn how to plant fruits and vegetables and learn how gardens can help families eat healthy foods. The
children will also get some garden education goodies to take home.

On Thursday, April 17, the Master Gardeners of Yolo County will teach a basic gardening class in
Spanish from 10:00 to 11:00 a.m. The class will cover how to plant summer/fall plants, create a
planting schedule and use fertilizers, as well as provide an introduction to pesticide-free gardening.
