NOTICE OF INTENT TO ADOPT A NEGATIVE DECLARATION AND NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING TO TAKE ACTION ON THE PROPOSED CCAP In-Channel Maintenance Mining Ordinance 

Description of Project:  The project is a proposed ordinance that would regulate limited channel maintenance activities allowed within Cache Creek pursuant to the Cache Creek Resources Management Plan (CCRMP) of the Cache Creek Area Plan (CCAP). 
Project Location:  Central Yolo County.  Approximately 14.5 miles of Cache Creek located between the Capay Dam and the town of Yolo.  That portion of Cache Creek (totaling 2,324 acres) depicted in Figure 2 of the Cache Creek Resources Management Plan (CCRMP) as falling within the creek cannel boundary.
Environmental Determination:  Negative Declaration.

Comments on the Negative Declaration:  The County requests your written comments on the Negative Declaration during a 30-day review period which begins Tuesday, April 1, 2008 and ends Wednesday, April 30, 2008.   All comments must be received no later than 4:00 pm April 30, 2008.  Postmarks are not accepted. Public Hearing:  A public hearing will be held to consider adoption of the ordinance and the Negative Declaration on Thursday, May 8, 2008 before the Planning Commission.  This meeting will start at 8:30 am at the Board of Supervisors Chambers located on the second floor of County Administration Building at 625 Court Street, Woodland, California. 

Hearing Bodies: The Planning Commission will make a recommendation on the project to the Board of Supervisors.  The Board of Supervisors will hold one or more hearings to receive the Planning Commission’s recommendation, take additional testimony, and take final action on the project.  Subsequent public notice of the Board of Supervisor’s hearing(s) will be provided.

If you wish to challenge the action taken on this matter in court, the challenge may be limited to raising only those issues raised at the public hearing described in this notice, or in written correspondence delivered to the Planning Commission prior to the pubic hearing.
