a. Day Reporting Center Provider: Sacramento County Office of Education - $620,000 added for
extension through FY 16-17.

b. Fourth and Hope Residential Treatment and Transitional Housing - $220,000 added for extension
through FY 16-17.

c. Cache Creek Lodge Residential Treatment and Transitional Housing - $140,000 added for extension
through 16-17.

d. Community Recovery Resources Dual Diagnosis Residential Treatment - $50,000 added for extension
FY 16-17.



e. CommuniCare Health Services — no additional funds, extension through FY 16-17, cap remains at
$90,000.
Nate Palmer gave updates on each of the above contracts. All contracts with the exception of Community
Recovery Resources Dual Diagnosis Residential Treatment and CommuniCare Health Center will be presented to
the BoS June 21%. Chief Cardall reiterated the importance of no direct recommendations on mental health
treatments. We will request an assessment regarding mental health treatment, i.e., hospitalization, inpatient
services. We will then follow the proper protocols of Medi-Cal services and reimbursements.
