UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANK PROGRAM

APPLICATION PACKET FOR INSTALLATIONS, MODIFICATIONS, AND REPAIRS

Attached is a UST Install/Modify/Upgrade/Repair Application packet.  Please note that some forms must be submitted electronically to Yolo County Environmental Health (YCEH) Dept. through the California Environmental Reporting System (CERS) and some must be submitted hard copy directly to YCEH.  Additional documents may also be required by Yolo County on a site-by-site basis. The plan check process cannot begin until this office has received all items listed:

· Fees.  Check made payable to “Yolo County Environmental Health”. Call us for a current fee schedule at (530) 666-8646.

Contractor Information (required for all applications):

· Contractors license with hazardous materials endorsement
· Workman’s Compensation Insurance certificate
· ICC Certified UST Installer documentation (passing exam results)
· Documentation showing that contractor is certified to install/work on manufacturers equipment (pipe, tank, etc)

For UST Installation/Modify/Repair/Upgrade - please submit the following documents through CERS:

· Business Activities form

· Business Owner/Operator Identification form

· Hazardous Material Inventory

· Site Map

· Emergency Response/Contingency Plan

· UST – Facility Operating Permit Application (formerly SWRCB Form A)

· UST – Tank Information/Monitoring Plan (formerly SWRCB Form B/D) – complete one for EACH tank

· UST – Certifications of Installation/Modification (formerly SWRCB Form C)

· UST – Monitoring Site Plan

· UST – Certification of Financial Responsibility

· UST – Letter from Chief Financial Officer

· UST – Response Plan

· UST – Owner/Operator Written Agreement if they are not the same person

· Owner Statement of Designated UST Operator Compliance (DO)

For UST Installation/Modify/Repair/Upgrade - please submit the following documents directly to Yolo County Environmental Health Dept:
· Completed Yolo County Installation/Modification/Repair application 

· Cut sheets to include: Catalogue information, State and U.S. EPA third party standard evaluation monitoring and leak detection equipment, Verification of component listing by UL or other nationally recognized testing organization

· One (1) copy of drawings/blueprints. All components should be labeled and must include the manufacturer and model number for all parts. See the attached “Blueprints & Parts List Requirements” for all applicable items and requirements.

· Site Map of location where work will be performed

· A work plan for the required Enhanced Leak Detection testing

The plan check process will begin once all required documentation has been submitted. Plan checks take an average of two (2) weeks. Re-submittals will be handled on a case-by-case basis and billed an hourly rate for the additional review time.

Final approval will be granted via an ‘Authority to Construct’ letter issued by the Yolo County Environmental Health Department. Copies of this letter will be sent to both the property owner and the contractor performing the work. It will list site-specific construction requirements and inspection scheduling requirements. No UST construction activities can proceed prior to the issuance of this letter.

What happens once you receive your Authority to Install, Modify or Repair?

Upon receipt of your approval letter work can begin. Please note that additional permits may be required from other agencies including the Yolo-Solano Air Quality District, local planning building agency and/or the local fire district. It is your responsibility to ensure that you have received all permits necessary before beginning work.  Once work commences you must keep a copy of your ‘Authority to Construct’ letter on site at all times. Several inspections will be required during the installation or repair process.  These inspections must be scheduled with a Yolo County Hazardous Materials Specialist at least 48 hours in advance. Inspections may be scheduled by calling (530) 666-8646.

Onsite Inspections Required:

· Pre-Installation

· Tank hole excavation

· Liner inspection (if used)

· Tank holiday test (for fiberglass-coated steel tanks) prior to installation in excavation

· Pneumatic pressure test or inspection of tank vacuum gauge (if applicable) before installation in excavation

· Deadmen (if used) 

· Post-Installation

· Tank straps, pipe-fitting, and connections (all equipment)

· Proper backfill

· Demonstration and certification that corrosion protection is functioning properly

· Enhanced Leak Detection Testing

· Primary piping and vapor recovery piping pressure test

· Secondary piping and vent piping pressure test 

· Flexible joints or swing joints at the dispenser and the tank

· Hydro-vacuum filling of ALL sumps including pre and post tests.

· Secondary containment lake tests (if applicable)
· Final Installation

· Complete functional test of tank and piping monitoring system(s) to demonstrate that all equipment performs as per manufacturers specifications and in accordance with all State laws. 
Note: Where County testing specifications will void manufacturer’s warranty, the manufacturer’s testing specifications may be substituted.

To be submitted prior to the final inspection:

NOTE: Federal Law requires all UST tanks in operation to have a valid Permit to Operate issued by the local regulatory agency. No UST system will be issued a permit to operate without first submitting the following documentation:

· All items listed above
· Yolo County UST Operating Permit fees (please call for a current fee schedule)

· Completed manufacturer’s checklists for all equipment (tanks, monitor console, etc)

· Results of all post-installation testing including ELD testing, monitoring system certification, SB-989 testing

· “As Built” drawings which detail the finished installation including

· Actual location of the UST(s)

· Actual location of all piping and electrical conduits

· Depth below finished grade of all underground facilities

· A listing of the equipment that is different than what was specified in the original blueprints

· Warranty information
