1. Continue to gather and analyze intelligence 
2. Develop Flash Reports and DOC IAP for each operational period
3. Gather branch reports and status from Section Chiefs
4. Collect all DOC documentation and share appropriate documentation with sections as needed
5. Internal and External dissemination of incident intelligence
6. Establish and implement demobilization plan for DOC
7. Facilitate use of GIS personnel in all appropriate sections of the DOC
8. Support transition from response to recovery

	LOGISTICS SECTION STANDING OBJECTIVES
1. Coordinate and track logistical support functions including: resource tracking, procurement, facility utilization and delivery of equipment/personnel
2. Prepare to receive and deliver incoming resources by air/ground/rail.
3. Provide oversight of all communications systems
4. Coordinate meals for DOC, staff, volunteers
5. Coordinate with P&I in the development of the DOC Demobilization Plan

	FINANCE & ADMINSTRATION SECTION STANDING OBJECTIVES
1. Collect and analyze financial reports from affected departments/jurisdictions in order to prepare and distribute incident (cost) reports
2. Maintain records of cost expenditures during the activation, including personnel hours worked
3. Oversee, track and report the investigation of personnel and property claims.
