Through support from the California State Library, the Yolo County Library now offers access to
several additional digital resources, including the New York Times in English, Spanish and Mandarin;
primary source material and archival history collections through Archives Unbound; and Britannica
School and Escolar (in Spanish) for encyclopedic information.
