No New 
Disease
Cases!

DIAGNOSIS - Doctor 
diagnoses the patient 
and Contacts Yolo 
County Public Health. 
Lab tests are often 
needed to confirm the 
diagnosis.

INTERVIEW - Yolo 
County Public 
Health interviews 
the sick person 
and finds out who 
they have been in 
contact with while 
contagious and 
where the person 
has been. Yolo 
County Public 
Health interviews 
other people who 
may have been 
exposed to the 
sick person. Public 
Health continues 
to follow-up on all 
contacts and 
evalutes them. 

TAKE ACTION - Yolo County Public Health 
will determine who needs to stay home. 
People who are infected and contagious will 
need to stay home. Some people who may 
not be sick will also need to stay home until 
Public Health can confirm that they are not 
infected.

MONITOR - Yolo County 
Public Health continues 
to watch for new cases 
of the disease by 
communicating with 
doctors, hospitals, 
ambulances, clinics, 
schools, and others. The 
monitoring continues 
until there are no new 
reported cases, and 
people are no longer 
infectious.

EDUCATE - Yolo County 
Public Health educates 
healthcare providers, 
employers, schools, 
community members and 
the news media about 
diseases.
