Discussion and Action Items 

A. Report out from Golf Sub-Advisory Committee meeting (Picanso)
Golf course open in April last week, May numbers up 35%, but no numbers yet. Need 3 pieces of new equipment, new marketing person, COVID 19 situation helps golf courses, no other alternatives. Kimberly – payments to Kemper were up to date. 
B. Status of water & wastewater systems (SUSP)- Attachment 1:
Fernando: 
Wastewater plant experienced above normal flows during the pandemic due to more people staying home. Preventive maintenance included air diffusers, meter pump, airlifts; all reports up to date, Other items included tertiary and influent flowmeters, labeling all valves and work on irrigation.

Water System: there was a higher demand for water lately. The Watts service connection was installed, going to install meter then will do asphalt work and replace the pasture. 3 AC units required to keep electrical controls cool as well as replacing water meters. Canvasback well had 6.9 million gallons. Pintail well had 10 million gallons, check report comparison to last year. More accurate readings using Itron units. 
Question about arsenic levels in the last 3 quarters? 
Wastewater flows were 1.9 million per month with 96% BOD removal.
Comment on food waste removal to Landfill.
Georgia, need guidance for food waste, Fernando will put something together. Kimberly said info was due to new State laws on organic waste recycling.



C. Source Water Protection Plan Update: Attachment 2- California Rural Water Association
Scott hoped to contact neighboring entities that could contribute possible pollution to surface and groundwater.  Sigma documentary work? Our area is over drafted, most other areas are not over drafted. Plan for Wild Wings is aggressive, some entities could be taken out. Focusing on airport, higher risk, chemicals used for airplanes, or fuel spill.  
Teichert, meetings with Lachi and Rachel, water use volume has not changed. Mark, what do we need to do? Rachel said someone needs to sign it, willing to read and edit.
Two more people to sign it, Scott and someone else. Georgia concerned with legal Rachel will send updated information, Scott and Georgia to sign it, Kimberly said to have 2 versions, one public, one private. 

D. Update on Well Water levels. Lachi. 
Handout: Pintail 152 ft static, pump down is 182 ft. Canvasback at 138 ft. static levels at 188 ft. Lower level of pump is 380 ft.


E. Update of arsenic project (County)
Task one is complete, water use, Task 2 now, different treatment options, end of June, writing report to discuss report. What are options, a) blending two wells and two treatment options. Will discuss in August. 

F. Pond update(county)
Watts pond needs dry weeds cut down, then cut V-ditch to drain water re mosquito habitat. 

G. CSA financial update. (County) Handouts
Kimberly no new information from last meeting. Scott question about reserves, 
Kimberly said everything is balanced out. Georgia wants some additional
information which she will email.
