Yolo County COVID-19 Child Care Guidance Summary
Reviewed October 31, 2022
Yolo County aligns with the CDPH Guidance for Child Care Providers and Programs. The following is an at-a-glance summary to aid child care providers in implementing guidance.
Face masks: Follow CDPH Guidance for the Use of Face Masks and review Yolo County masking level. Providers are encouraged to post the appropriate risk level/masking recommendation sign at all entrances. 
What to do when a child is ill
Children who are ill should not attend childcare programs. Providers must exclude or isolate any child, parent, caregiver, or staff showing symptoms of a contagious disease. If a child shows symptoms while at childcare:
· Isolate the child from other children and staff.
· Follow CDPH Guidance on Isolation and Quarantine. If a child is positive:
· Required to isolate for a minimum of 5 days.
· All children may end isolation after day 5 if they have no fever and symptoms are improving. They may return to childcare on day 6. 
· Under 2 years: testing on day 5 may be considered but is not required.
· 2 years of age and older: testing on day 5 is recommended but not required.
· If a symptomatic child tests negative, allow to return if they have no fever and symptoms are resolving.
· If the symptomatic child does not test, allow to return after 5 days if no fever and symptoms are resolving.
What to do when there is a COVID exposure onsite or at site-sponsored activity
An exposure is when someone has been in a shared indoor airspace with an infectious person for at least 15 cumulative minutes in a 24-hour period. 
If a staff person has been exposed on site or elsewhere, follow Cal/OSHA ETS. 
If a child has been exposed, the following apply:
· Asymptomatic exposed children are permitted to attend childcare, regardless of vaccination status or the location of their exposure. 
· Exposed children are recommended to test on day 5 or later after exposure.
· Exposed children 2 and older strongly recommended to wear a mask indoors for 10 days after their exposure.
When an exposure has occurred on site, inform staff and families, and recommend testing. 
Reporting cases and exposures
Required to report outbreaks and individual COVID-19 cases or deaths to Community Care Licensing through the local Regional Office.
Required to report suspected outbreaks to Yolo County Public Health, including, but not limited to, when 10% or more of a cohort is unexpectedly absent, via SPOT . Sites can report aggregate numbers. For questions, please contact:
