Caltrans will have staff on site to accept household waste and 
approved debris at no charge. 
At this location: 
• West Sacramento Maintenance Station – 1040 S River Road, West Sacramento, CA 95691 

The following items will be accepted on a limited basis: 
• General Household Garbage and Waste - metal, plastic, fiberglass, fabric, glass, untreated wood, 

and landscape trimmings 

• E-waste (up to 4 each) televisions, computer monitors and accessories, VCRs, CD/DVD players, 
stereo equipment, microwaves, etc. per vehicle 

• Tires (up to 6 each) per vehicle - tires must be removed from wheels 

• Concrete, dirt, rocks, asphalt, sand, brick or construction materials (up to 1/2 yard) per vehicle 

• Mattresses, box springs, and futon mattresses - detached from frame or base (up to 4 each) 
per vehicle 

• Household Appliances 

The following items will NOT be accepted at this event:
• Treated wood waste 
• Asbestos of any type 
• Compressed gas 
• Hazardous waste cannot be accepted. 
Residents of Yolo County may visit https://bit.ly/3tn5LNK to find information about disposing house-
hold hazardous waste. Residents of Sacramento County may visit https://bit.ly/3FsQ0Y0. Once 
space is filled, waste may not be accepted. This event may be cancelled due to operational 
demands. This Dump Day event is organized to further the Caltrans’ goal of keeping California 
highways litter-free as part of the Clean California Initiative.
