10. Other Yolo County Funding- lan Evans

¢ Review of ESG-CV Round 2 awarded projects, including geographic and jurisdictional
breakdown of funds.

e Update on Emergency Rental Assistance program which has been extended through
June 2021. Undocumented individuals and families are eligible to receive assistance
from this program. There are income restrictions for those eligible to receive assistance.
Assistance is being offered through local partners to help tenants with no access to the
internet submit the applications online.

¢ Review of upcoming Universal Basic Income pilot project to be rolled out through the
Yolo County CalWORKSs Housing and Supportive Services (HSP) program. CalWORKs
is currently searching for partners to assist in supplying funding in order to provide a
universal basic income to thirty CalWORKSs HSP families, in order to raise them above
the poverty line for a period of two years, while continuing to provide the full amount of
HSP supportive services. Outcomes and measures will be tracked throughout the
project. It's unknown at this time how the thirty families will be selected.
