There are many
other funding opportunities with longer expenditure deadlines that are currently available
to community partners.

e An option to increase the award amounts to YCCA and Fourth and Hope is available,
however, this may mean an adjustment to the scope of service will be needed
depending on how the providers would use the additional funds.

be used in versatile ways.

¢ An additional RFP would be needed to allocate the CSBG funds to another program
such as Project Roomkey. HHSA could use direct-to-client dollars toward Project
Roomkey if the additional funds were given to HHSA.
