1. Welcome, Introductions and Roll Call (Supervisor Provenza) 
2. Authorize remote (teleconference/videoconference) meetings by finding, pursuant to Assembly Bill 361, that local officials continue to recommend measures to promote social distancing as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic. 
Staff recommends the Commission make the following findings:  
i. The Yolo County Commission on Aging and Adult Services has reconsidered the circumstances of the state of emergency proclaimed for the COVID-19 pandemic;  
ii. Local officials continue to impose or recommend measures to promote social distancing; and  
iii. As a result of the declared emergency, the legislative body finds by majority vote that meeting in person would present imminent risks to the health or safety of attendees. 
MOTION: Move to authorize remote meeting today. Moved by Lisa Miller, Suzanne Reed 2nd, passed unanimously. 
3. Review and accept minutes 1/18/23 MOTION: Move to accept as written. Moved by Dawn Myers, Suzanne Reed 2nd, passed unanimously. 
4. Expansion of Adult Day Health and other senior services Task Force update (Dawn Myers/Jim Provenza) Dawn provided background on joint project between Yolo County (owner of license and current location) and Dignity (contractor to provide services) have been working collaboratively for 7 years to provide adult day health services. Currently partners are working with the St. John’s Board of Directors who will be creating a Dementia Village on the St. John’s campus. This would be the first in the United States. 
Dignity working on updating the lease agreement for the Stollwood space on the campus (the skilled nursing facility space that closed). Dignity has $5 million for renovation. February 23 is first court hearing for lawsuit against the St. John’s Board brought by some community members. 
Continued discussions with St. John’s Board and YHAA, AAA4 and RIL who plan to occupy administrative space for the Yolo Aging and Disability Resource Connections and Meals on Wheels in kitchen. These services along with expanded Adult Day Health Center will create a center for aging services. 
Current ADHC issue-ongoing cost of lease. The ADHC program is a MediCal benefit that is reimbursed through Partnership Healthplan. Partnership decreased the daily reimbursement in 2022. Discussion of request of increase of reimbursement to Partnership Healthplan.
There is also ability to bring this issue through the Lance LeClair and Nunie Matta who are on Partnership Consumer Advisory Committee and Lance is also on the Board of Directors. We can request these representatives to bring this forward.  

Currently 55 person daily attendance with 90 enrolled-at new site 90 attend daily and 150 enrolled. 

MOTION: Move to provide authority to the chair to sign an advocacy letter to Partership Healthplan to reinstate higher reimbursement. Moved by Elaine Roberts Musser, Lisa Miller 2nd, passed unanimously. 

FOLLOW UP: Invite St. John’s representatives to present plan on Dementia Village to commission.
5. Emergency Preparation & Evacuation of Persons with Access and Functional Needs Subcommittee update (Elaine Roberts Musser, chair) 
Board of Supervisor subcommittee on Emergency Preparedness appointed-Gary Sandy and Jim. Were directed by whole board during their governance session yesterday to assist with the implementation of the remaining recommendations. 

Discussion of recent storms and messages sent and information needed. 
Issues to still address

1-Alerts during emergencies
Public needs to know how to sign up. More information needs to come out. Need to coordinate messages between jurisdictions so everyone who needs to know gets the information in a timely fashion. Message need to include what the issue is and what action to take. Local jurisdictions may not have expertise in messaging. Should be working out collaboration and practice.  State could assist with prepping messages. State Committee addressing emergency alerting has drafted some language. Kate to send to Elaine and Sheila
2-Knowing who needs special assistance evacuation

Elaine pointed out that the Davis Police Department has a Special Needs Advisory Agreement Form. The City of Davis Commission asked about this form and it is not being used. Winters and Woodland have a list but the purpose is not for emergency evacuation.  More focused on possible interactions with police and fire.
6. Aging DD/ID Caregivers-Planning and Resources Task Force update (Seth Brunner/Mary Nisson co-chairs) 
Next meeting: Feb. 21, 4pm. Still no update from the state for the grant for the housing project in Woodland. It has been one year since this issue was first brought to the commission. April townhall for public input-will be setting a date soon.

(German Ayon) Process of adding bus stop at their Sacramento location.  CalFresh expansion program starting next month to assist with applications and then refer to the county.  Currently their case managers have capacity to take more clients.
