MINUTES

1. Welcome and Introductions (Supervisor Provenza) 
2. Review and accept minutes 4/5/23 MOTION: Moved by Seth Brunner, Laurie Haas 2nd, passed unanimously.
3. Assisted Living Waiver (Lauren Firenze, Program Director, Senior Care Solutions), This program will pay for MediCal recipients to live in Assisted Living Facilities.  Only offered 15 counties and NOT Yolo County. Skilled nursing facilities (SNF) eligible after acute care or hospital after 60 days or more. Wait time on waitlist is 8-12 months. No waiting for person on APS. Community based alternatives: Adult Day Health, IHSS. Individuals that live in a county without the ALW program (e.g.: Yolo) can apply for the ALW program, but have to move to a county with the ALW.  Our closest one is Sacramento. Not able to help people with extreme dementia or mental health diagnoses, have to pay room and board fees, regionally must be 60 years or older, prohibitive health conditions like trachs and wounds.
Home and Community Based Waiver (this is currently in Yolo Co.) is being planned statewide, including Yolo. Do not have to have a private room. Receive $4,000 per month for tier 1. Will need facilities to accept the waiver. DHCS will need to increase their staff to address this major expansion.
Example from Laurie Haas-a public guardian client is currently in the ER with some behavioral issues and no place to go. Example from community member regarding her mother on the need to get this into Yolo Co. ASAP. 
Follow up questions: Is there a way to start earlier?  Facilities can begin to apply starting next year. Yolo has very few providers. Are there incentives to bring facilities on? Find out how roll out. What are the number of RCFEs of Yolo County? Very few accept SSI. Really only facilities for persons with mental illness on SSI. The owner of Grand River Villa in West Sacramento already has his Sacramento facilities on the program. 
FOLLOW UP: Inform all the facilities the need to apply for the waiver. Work with Assemblymember Aguiar-Curry. 
Subcommittee appointed: Laurie Haas, Jim Daniel, Sue Tarleton and Mary Kimball. Mary Kimball will provide contact of owner of the place her family member is at. 
4. St John’s Campus/Adult Day Health update (Dawn Myers) Previous St. John’s Board of Directors with goal of a Dementia Village are no longer the board members.  They have voted in Stan Leavers and his supporters who are now the current St. John’s Board of Directors. The new board’s goal is to revive St. John’s as it was previously.  Dignity and Yolo County are now working with new board to move forward the Yolo Adult Day Health Center on the St. John’s campus.  Dignity has a 20-year lease in place and is working on a lease update. Note that Yolo County continues to hold the license for the Yolo Adult Day Health Center with Dignity providing the administration of the program and this commission has as a part of its scope of work to advise on the adult day health program.
5. Emergency Preparation Presentation (Emily Wu, YHAA Intern, UCD MPH student) Emily presented her project on Emergency Preparation for older adults and persons with disabilities including outcome surveys, brochures and social media developed and recommendations for future actions. Commissioners provided feedback.  Look into process that would allow someone to sign up on an emergency assistance list when signing up for Yolo Alert.  This is possible but needs to be address after Yolo Co. separates from other counties. FOLLOW UP: Provide the flyers and power point to group. Suggestion to get the flyer on the Yolo OES website. 
6. Aging DD/ID Caregivers-Planning and Resources Task Force update (Seth Brunner/Mary Nisson co-chairs) First town hall for input from the community happened in April and was well attended.  Next town hall in Woodland planned for July 11 or 12. Update from John Decker (Alta Regional) $10.8 million for DD/ID set aside statewide for housing. John presented at Davis City Council meeting regarding opportunity for application for these funds at the Shriner Property as a location for such housing. 
7. Appointment of Jim Daniel to AAA4 Advisory Committee  MOTION: Move to appoint Jim Daniel to the AAA4 Advisory. Moved by Dawn Myers, Sue Tarlton 2nd, passed unanimously. 
8. Update and action: Open meetings: teleconferences: bodies with appointed membership. (Kate Laddish) AB2449 enacted last year allowing remote participation in limited situations. (check the IHSS agenda for the procedure). AB817 is now a 2-year bill (did not pass out of committee). SB411 now is specifically for LA Neighborhood Councils and not the whole state. SB537 for cross county bodies. No legislation still alive looks like it will meet the needs of the committee. FOLLOW UP: send bill list to the commission 

9. Update from Yolo Healthy Aging Alliance (Sheila Allen) YHAA is still working on hiring a new Executive Director. All programs are moving forward including case management, Senior Technology Assistance and Resources (STAR), Mobile Meals for Healthy Aging, emergency preparation and phone friends. 
10. Update from Agency on Aging-Area 4 
(Pam Miller) New phone number for all Aging and Disability Resource (ADRC) centers in the counties that AAA4 serves: 1-800-211-4545. The Yolo ADRC will be 25 N. Cottonwood in Woodland starting in the next few months. AAA4 is hiring more case managers.  Governing Board this Friday in Woodland. 

11. Update from Resources for Independent Living (Brandi Bluell) Their Sacramento office is fully open for in person appointments and walk-ins.  Providing transition services from skilled nursing facilities to home and home modifications.  Now have a grant to help with building ramps.  Working on a Yolo housing list. Independent Living Skills classes each week.
