1. Welcome and Introductions (Supervisor Provenza) Welcome to Rosey Ramsey who has been appointed as the representative to the commission from the West Sacramento Parks, Recreation and Intergenerational Services.

3. Emergency Prep SubCommittee update (Kristin Weivoda, Yolo Co. EMS) 
a The Yolo County Disaster Services Council-was formed by the BOS 1 year ago but has not yet met as they are waiting for each city to appoint someone.  May need to change the membership specifications of the council for city participation to move the work forward. 
b Alerts and Warnings through Everbridge-proposal to allow community members when they sign up for system to self-attest that they have access and/functional needs. Cannot do this now until we separate from other counties and have our own system. Handout provided of system called Neighbors Helping Neighbors. Similar to crime neighborhood watch but a way for neighbors to create a plan to help others that may need help. Rancho Yolo Senior Mobile Home Park in Davis is a pilot project for this program. FOLLOW UP: Discuss at May meeting and send out electronic version of Neighbors helping Neighbors. 
c Questions/Comments-The website does not have current emergencies listed as was the case for a while. Public and Board of Supervisors have still not received the COVID After Action report. Neither Kristen or Sheila were interviewed.  FOLLOW UP: Sheila to check with CAO on this report. 
4. Update Task Force on Aging Caregiver of persons with DD/ID (Brunner/Nisson) Ad Hoc continue to provide community townhalls to hear from public.  Upcoming: West Sacramento-May 27, Esparto April 3, Winters May 2, Final virtual still being scheduled. 
5. Proposal to end AT&T landline service ad hoc report (Jim Bohon) AT&T regional president present for community townhall.  Board chambers was full.  
MOTION: Move Aging commission to write a letter to CPUC in opposition with examples of negative effect on older adults and persons with disabilities. Moved by Elaine Roberts Musser, Jim Bohon 2nd, passed unanimously.

Kate Laddish: 1-Yolo persons with MediCal through Partnership Healthplan and Dignity as primary received a notice that their coverage through Dignity will end of April 1. Hopeful that an agreement will be made before the deadline. 2- SB1384 Right to Repair Wheelchairs sponsored by Dodd has been reintroduced.  Made it all the way to governor’s office last session and was vetoed.  Trying again.  YHAA and AAA4 have written letters of support.
