1. Welcome and Introductions 
2. Review and accept minutes 2/7/24, 3/13/24  <deferred>
3. Emergency Prep Sub Committee update (Elaine Roberts Musser) Kristen Weivoda from Office of Emergency Services (OES) reported that the Yolo Emergency Operation Plans are going to the Board of Supervisors next month. The Yolo Access and Functional Needs Working Group of OES is discussing a Neighborhood Ready Program: small neighborhood area group with a captain to provide local assistance during an emergency. Kristen has templates. Rancho Yolo mobile home park will be the test location. Once Yolo County separates from other regional partners for Yolo Alert there will be a check off on their website and during registration where it can be noted that you or someone in your home may need additional help including assistance with large animals for evacuation.  NOTE: The After Action Report for COVID has still not been released.  
4. Update Task Force on Aging Caregiver of persons with DD/ID (Mary Nisson) Report from West Sacramento Townhall: a big theme was transportation especially for local programs for persons with ID-DD. 
5. Proposal to end AT&T landline service ad hoc report (Jim Bohon) Ad Hoc Committee Jamie, Kim, Kate, Jim B.  Townhall in Woodland with AT&T representative.  Last UPC hearing via telephone occurred with Yolo participation. There are 800 pages of testimony now available online and almost 100% were against it. 500 people testified in a series of public hearings. Over 1000 pages of online comments.  Administrative Law Judge asking all of the other carriers if they want to be the provider of last resort.  All hearings have been taken off the calendar for now for this process. 6. Public Comment on items not on the agenda NONE
7. Update from Partner Organizations

a. Yolo Healthy Aging Alliance (Jamie Johnson) Completing SCAN grant-townhalls Woodland in March, April 5 Davis, April 11 West Sacramento, April 12 Winters. Received grant from CCLTSS for 2 more years for reduction of silos and address those “in the gap” and to do additional outreach to those in the rural areas. 
b. Agency on Aging-Area 4-(Jim Bohon, AAA4 Advisory Committee member) The YHAA town halls also included a presentation of the AAA4 annual area plan.  We have robust services so focus will be on getting the information out to the community to connect people to the services and also focus on transportation. 
SB 1249 (Roth) Proposal to make all Agencies on Aging county-based. AAA4 opposes the bill. Currently, 14 agency on aging areas are multi-county. 
c. Resources for Independent Living (Linda Ngichu) Funds are still available for community living grants for home modifications to stay in your home including transportation home, one month rent, and furniture. Additional programs include Voice Options, and COVID Vaccines Boosters at Rancho Yolo. Working on hiring new disaster planning coordinator. 
d. Meals on Wheels of Yolo County (Joy Cohen) Activating the Winters kitchen this month so will be able to start a Capay Valley route next month. Restarting Winters congregate in Spring. Will also be doing drop off style meals at RISE, Inc. in Esparto 3 times a month when YHAA not there. Working on getting meals started at West Sacramento Community Center. Congregate Meals now called “Café Yolo”. Looking to expand to more senior housing complexes. Currently YHAA provides a hot meal one time per month at locations throughout Yolo County.  Changing contract with AAA4 to allow a virtual event associated in place of a congregate event so that the congregate part is virtual. Yolo Meals on Wheels is now doing mid-day meal prep for Yolo ADHC. Working toward creating medically tailored meals. Putting focus on food security so expanding home delivered meals and more congregate “Café Yolo”. Clayton Wyatt is AAA4 nutrition lead. 
8. Update from Local Aging Commissions
Davis-Only 4 commission members at this point. There is a need for more recruitment and appointment. Recently reviewed the University Retirement Community expansion proposal approved by planning commission. Had many comments and concerns about the project. According to the Davis senior citizen commission handbook the commission shall review all older adult housing proposals. City has guidelines for housing for older adults and persons with disabilities that the commission followed.

10. Announcements
Partnership Healthplan that provides MediCal health insurance for Yolo County is at a contract stalemate with Dignity Health that provides primary care services for 17,000 Yolo residents.  Contract ended on March 31 and Dignity members are advised to find a new primary care provider. Yolo Adult Day Health Care is considered continuity of care so participants can continue to be served.  Those with Medicare/MediCal will continue also as Medicare is the primary insurance. This still leaves many people to find new providers and losing long term health care providers. The county has written a letter to Dignity and Partnership describing this impact and asking them to get back to the bargaining table and work it out.
