Dr. Daniel appointed as At-Large member to this commission by BOS 6/4/24. 

2. Review and accept minutes 2/7/24, 3/13/24, 4/3/24, 5/1/24 (ACTION) MOTION: Jim Bohon moved Kevyne Baar 2nd as amended. Passed unanimously. April minutes add Elaine and Joe from RIL as committee members.
3. Update on Partnership/Dignity negotiations (Kathryn Power, PHP) Partnership Healthplan is working with members to provide Continuity of Care to assure that patients get what they need. April 1 contract expired. Resource page on website. When the contract is back in place there will be a process to get back to Dignity.  The MediCal recipient (Partnership member) will need to call Partnership to request to move their primary care back to Dignity. Dignity will be contacting all of those that were their patients to let them know they are eligible to return to Dignity. 
Dignity representatives announced at the Yolo Board of Supervisors yesterday that they have come to a verbal agreement with Partnership Healthplan and a signed agreement should be available this Friday.  They thanked the Yolo County Board of Supervisors as they believe this agreement would not have happened without the pressure and support of Yolo County.

4. Appointment of Seth Brunner to AAA4 Advisor Council (ACTION)  MOTION: Move to approve.  Moved by Jim Daniel, Jim Bohon 2nd Passed unanimously. 
5. Update on Agency on Aging-Area 4 Area Plan and Budget Process (INFORMATION ONLY) (Will Tift, AAA4) Yolo County is to convene a workgroup starting soon for work in June-Aug. Report to the Governing Board of AAA4 for parity formula calculation. This time determine what providers need to maintain services, including increased costs. What would we like to receive and what is the minimum funding level for core services (Congregate Meals, Home delivered meals, legal services, senior information and assistance and transportation) to sustain current levels of service.  If we had additional funds, what would we like to fund. Identify areas for focused resource development. Assuming flat funding-Preliminary numbers: Yolo decrease .36% ($39,138). Yolo 60+ non-minority 27,282, 60+ minority 30,706, low income 9,350, geographic isolation 4,655. (Feb. 2023) For internal AAA4 program CA Dept. of Aging funding, if a program serves all 7 counties not subject to parity formula (e.g.: Ombudsman). AAA4 reports admin rate of 10%.
County Ad Hoc group can be via Zoom consisting of all Yolo AAA4 Governing Board and Advisory Members invited as voting members and Jim Daniel as a representative from the Aging Commission. Will Tift serves as liaison for the group. Additional non-voting members to be included: Joy Cohen (Yolo Meals on Wheels), Jamie Johnson (Yolo Healthy Aging Alliance), Marissa Green (Yolo HHSA, Adult and Aging Assistant Branch Director).

SB 1249 (Roth) Mello-Granlund Older Californians Act. Yolo County has an interest in looking into becoming a county-based Agency on Aging Area. Request Marissa Green to look at the JPA agreement and total funding available for Yolo County.  Concern with timeline of legislation to implement the rearrangement. There is another piece of legislation to technically update the Older Californians Act. Commission decided to not take a position at this time. CDA has not approved any multicounty exits in 25 years.

Letter of Support request Yolo Housing Authority-Choice Neighborhood Planning Grant   (ACTION)  (Ian Evan, Executive Director Yolo County Housing (YCH)) YCH is applying for $500,000 planning grant from HUD for project in Woodland. Ian has been participating in the ID-DD Task Force and housing has been a major need identified at townhalls.  Have had 2 years of planning for this neighborhood and will include senior housing and ID-DD Alta clients and missing middle workforce housing. MOTION: Move to write a letter of support for the project.  Moved by Dawn Myers, Sue Tarlton 2nd,  Passed unanimously. 
8. Update Task Force on Aging Caregivers of persons with DD/ID (Seth Brunner) Completed the last and 6th townhall.  Findings and recommendations will be presented to the commission in the fall for discussion and forwarded to the Board of Supervisors.  
9. Proposal to end AT&T landline service ad hoc report (Jim Bohon) Dismissed with prejudice so it cannot be refiled. So this issue is dead. Ad Hoc Committee is dismissed.

Sutter Health, CalFood Logistics stepped up and insurance will cover some so that it is covered. No back up generator there.
