1. Welcome and Introductions (Supervisor Provenza) Welcome to the new commission representative from the West Sacramento Parks, Recreation, and Intergenerational Commission: Rosey Ramsey. 
2. Review and accept minutes 12/5/23 <deferred> 
3. Update from DD/ID Caregiver Task Force-additional townhalls (Seth Brunner) The schedule for the remaining townhalls was distributed. Yolo County Supervisors for each district will be invited. John Decker from Alta Regional Centers reports that as a result of the introduction and relationship between Alta Regional and Yolo County Housing that occurred at the task force meetings Ian Evans of Yolo County Housing presented to a state conference for Alta on how to work with your local housing authority.
4. Update on Yolo Adult Day Health Center (Dawn Myers) Dawn reported that there is now a clear path forward for the expansion of the Yolo ADHC in partnership with Yolo County.  Norton Hall on Cottonwood Street will become available in the coming months as the county Ag Dept. and Ag Extension move to a new location.  This building is ideal in size and design for the ADHC.  Dawn thanks Supervisor Provenza and Yolo Co. CAO Gerardo Pinedo for their vision and leadership to make this happen.  Terms of the lease between Dignity and Yolo County are being worked out. Have $5.5 million in hand for remodel and it should be sufficient. Hoping for June 2025 Opening Day. Creating a Community Task Force chaired by Denise Peach to see the project through. 
No waitlist at this time for either Yolo ADHC or Galileo Place.
Supervisor Provenza reminded group that Yolo County provided ARP funds to Yolo Cares Galileo Place. for a sliding scale for adult day programming. ($225,000). Respite days are available.
5. Update from Emergency Preparedness Subcommittee (Elaine Roberts Musser) First full meeting of the Disaster Services Council will start in June. Access and Functional Need subgroup has already started meeting. 
It has come to the attention of the D4 office that AT&T is requesting the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) to discontinue landline service in CA. This could have a detrimental effect on emergency services as many rural and older adult customers depend on this services.  It also is used for home emergency alert systems.  
MOTION: Move that the commission oppose ATT&T proposal to end land lines. Moved by Jim Daniel, Kevyne Baar 2nd, passed unanimously. 
6. Update Assisted Living Waiver legislation for Yolo County Lysette Marshman, regional services for Senator Dodd informed staff that Senator Dodd will not be moving forward with the legislative ask for the assisted living waiver for Yolo County this year.
7. Planning for Yolo Aging and Disability Townhalls Jamie Johnson, ED for YHAA will take over planning and scheduling of the townhalls co-sponsored by YHAA, AAA4 and the Commission on Aging and Adult Services.
