Adult Day Health Program, Yolo Share for housing, the AAA-4 programs (Meals on Wheels, 211, legal services), YHAA programs (e.g.: STAR-Senior Technology, food truck, emergency kits, phone friends), YHAA Advocacy Committee including goals that address housing and transportation, County programs (e.g: APS, IHSS, Public Guardian), city services (senior centers and programs), Galileo Place, YoloCares.

Public Guardian-county agency that handles conservatorships for adults with no family. A strong program but insufficient funds. Case loads very high.
