1. Welcome and Introductions – Thank you to departing commissioners Marlene Bell, Terry Kelly and Suzanne Reed. Welcome to new commissioner Jim Daniel representing the Davis Senior Citizen Commission.
2. Review and accept minutes 2/1/23 MOTION: Move approval as written. Moved by Sue Tarleton, Laurie Haas 2nd, passed unanimously.
3. Expansion of Adult Day Health and other senior services Task Force update (Dawn Myers) St. John’s location being developed for Yolo Adult Day Health Center expansion. Mindi Nunes with Yolo Co. is looking at the St. John’s business plan to assure stability.  A “Dementia Village” is being developed for rest of the St. John’s campus. Laurie Haas who oversees the county Public Guardian office reports because Yolo County does not have any state assisted living waivers low income persons are often placed outside of Yolo County. When a person with dementia is hospitalized they often are stuck in the ER with no place to be placed.  FOLLOW UP: Find out if St. John’s would commit to receiving assisted living waiver participants.  Future Agenda Item: Assisted Living Waiver (Laurie Haas can find appropriate speaker). Follow up with Assemblymember Aguiar-Curry office to make this happen. 
Meals on Wheels and Yolo Aging and Disability partners (Agency on Aging-Area 4, Resources for Independent Living and Yolo Healthy Aging Alliance) still are waiting for lease agreement proposals from the St. John’s board.
4. Emergency Preparation & Evacuation of Persons with Access and Functional Needs Subcommittee update (Elaine Roberts Musser, chair)
Presentation of current recommendations by subcommittee.

Discussion:

· State guidelines only send out to area affected.  

· Looking at adding a webpage with all alerts.   
· Signing up for Yolo Alerts is not intuitive. 

· People want to know more information-also the philosophy at the state. 
· Conditions warranting alerting-extreme heat/cold, poor air quality. 

· “Mass notification”-is passive and Yolo Alert is an example.  There also is also social media that is voluntary and you need to actively go to it.  
· Jim B. suggestion-send one mass alert and let them know where to receive local and/or additional information. Would require county and city coordination. Suggest utilize all 2x2 participants for county and all cities to work out coordination. 
· Kristin Weivoda, new Yolo Co. Office of Emergency Services is trying to reach out and collaborate. She has created a new Disaster Service Council that could help with this. FOLOW UP: Request the Commission on Aging have a seat on this council
· Voluntary List for those needing additional assistance during an ememergency: YHAA could do this list work but would need small amount of ongoing funding to keep the list up. Look at OES standards to see if they need it. Response structure is set up to use for evacuations and other incidents. Could include some voluntary information when signing up for Yolo Alert to address this need
FOLLOW UP: Subcommittee refine recommendations and bring recommendations back to Aging Commission. 

5. Aging DD/ID Caregivers-Planning and Resources Task Force update (Seth Brunner)
· Townhall meeting to receive community input on needs of aging caregivers of persons with Developmental Disabilities/Intellectual Disabilities (ID/DD) is set for April 19. Still to confirm location that will allow Zoom hybrid participation by public. Invite all supervisors and their staff to the Townhall.

· John Decker with Alta Regional Center reports the Woodland Phase II apartments have been fully funded – 18 units of set aside 12 1-bedroom and 6 2-bedroom for Alta Regional participants. CHELSEA is the developer. June of 2025 move in. Thank you to the commission for their letter of support.  Have clarified that they are ground level apartments.
· State of CA Coordinated Family Support-future planning for aging caregivers. Funds for community organizations to do this planning.   $58 an hour for agencies to do this. 
6. Update from Agency on Aging-Area 4 IIIE-Caregiver support funding grant applications now being reviewed. CHAT program will provide persons 60 years or older an ipad or laptop. CHAT-by phone application only. There is not an online application. AAA4 has hired a digital navigator to assist with CHAT. Still haven’t decided if participants can keep ipad at end of program. Next year transportation is up for RFPs. 
7. Update from Yolo Healthy Aging Alliance Continue to implement the 4 County ARP grant programs: Phone Friends, Rural Food Truck, Emergency Prep and Senior Technology Assistance and Resources (STAR). STAR program provides computer, internet for 2 years and 10-week class paired with a college student.  Current program is in West Sacramento and next program in Esparto. Annual fundraiser is Sunday, April 16, 5p-7p at Galileo Place, 1909 Galileo Place, Davis.  Tickets and sponsorships are at https://www.yolohealthyaging.org/annual-fundraiser

Kate Laddish-request letter of support from this commission for SB411. This legislation would update the Brown Act to allow remote and hybrid meetings.Jim Provenza-suggests that Kate Laddish apply to be a voting member of the commission.
Cheryl Sandoval-caregiver to resident ratio for memory care programs no state regulation on this. No guidelines on level of care/need mixing.  CANHR-Elaine suggest look at this for what the law is. Could invite CANHR to a future. 
Jim Daniel-AARP Age Friendly Communities are a 3 year process. Request update from West Sacramento of how their Age Friendly Community went and what do next.
