3. Expansion of Adult Day Health Center update (Dawn Myers) 10 years ago the Yolo Co. Board of Supervisors identified that there was a need to expand.  Still not there but making process. Daily rate from Partnership Health went up $15 per day.  Have the funds for the renovation of space at St. John’s. St. John’s board has a new vision: Dementia Village model. Village of St. John’s will be new name.  Yolo Adult Day Health will be on their campus. Still waiting for the lease from St. John’s board. Renovation could begin in June with an opening in Spring of 2024. 
Galileo Place is a new Adult Day Care program in Davis and has 20 people enrolled and have capacity for 40.  Commissioners asked to help get the word out about the program.
4. Emergency Preparation Subcommittee update (Elaine Roberts Musser, chair)
Met with Kristin Weivoda, Yolo County Director of Office of Emergency Services (OES) who suggested an option to addressing the Access and Functional Needs list for emergencies.  She can add a voluntary sign up as a part of Yolo Alert sign up feature that people can self-identify as needing help.

County Disaster Service Council is being re-started and will include tabletop exercises.

On website Kristin has already implemented posting all recent alerts on the website.

There continues to be issues related to jurisdiction and coordination.

Emergency Prep Public Education Presentations-our commission subcommittee has created the curriculum and are providing the presenters. Emily Wu, a UCD Masters in Public Health student is interning with Yolo Healthy Aging and is taking lead with coordinating this educational series, enhancing the website, creating local information and resource brochures and creating a social media campaign as part of her master’s program.
5.   Aging DD/ID Caregivers-Planning and Resources Task Force update (Seth Brunner/Mary Nisson co-chairs) 
Town hall meeting for community input on issue of needs of aging caregivers of persons with Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities (ID/DD) planned for Wed. April 19, 5:30-7:30 at the Davis Library.  It will have hybrid opportunities for input with in-person and Zoom link. Supervisor Provenza will provide an intro to Aging Commission and purpose of task force.
John Decker will talk about the new Alta Regional annual Individual Planning Program meetings-Coordinated Future Planning Initiation, Future Housing and Technology to support people to live independently. The majority of the time will be to hear from the public.
6. Support of Legislation that allow remote participation in Brown Act meetings.  Current legislation introduced: SB411, AB817 and SB537 There is an interest in allowing advisory committees to meet remotely or in person. Elected bodies would continue to meet in person. Update from Yolo Healthy Aging Alliance (Sheila Allen, Interim Director) County American Rescue Plan programs continue through end of 2024 and include: Phone Friends, Rural Food Truck, Emergency Prep education and STAR-Senior Technology and Resource programs. Case Manager, Nancy Gifford is very busy. All are invited to the annual fundraiser on Sunday, April 16, 5p-7p at Galileo Place in Davis. 
8. Update from Agency on Aging-Area 4 
(German Anyon) Evaluations of funded partners is ongoing, RFP continues for caregiver support grants. The Yolo Aging and Disability partners including AAA4, RIL and YHAA have decided to not move forward at St. John’s campus, but being offered free space at Yolo Co. HHSA building for staff as we work on a permanent Aging and Disability Resource Connection location.

9- Update from Resources for Independent Living (Brandi Bluell and Rebekah Witten) Recently activated again through PG&E for support due to storms-end of Feb. through March 24.
