1. Welcome and Introductions                                                         
2. Review and accept minutes 6/7/23 MOTION: Move to approve. Moved by Jim Daniel, Kevyne Baar 2nd, passed unanimously
3. Yolo Adult Day Health update St. John’s current board requested $2.5 million from Yolo County Board of Supervisors. Board was not able to respond to that request.  Yolo Adult Day Health is still has a contract to remodel the Stollwood Skilled Nursing facility location on that that campus. This requires support of the landlord.  Currently the St. John’s board is not able to provide that. Working on a Plan B. 
4. Aging DD/ID Caregivers-Planning and Resources Task Force update (Mary Nisson co-chair) Two town hall meetings so far in Davis and Woodland.  Detailed information and meaningful conversations were provided. Yolo Housing now has a relationship with Alta Regional on future housing collaborations as a result of the task force. Alta Regional succession planning already started but for much older caregivers (70 years and older). There is an interest in beginning this planning at an earlier age. There is support for a home and community based approach with support staff. Vast majority of aging persons with DD/ID persons in Yolo County live with their family. Alta Regional staff are currently at a housing conference. That connection happened through our subcommittee. Next steps: Aging Commission staff will draft initial report including statistics and report with themes from the town halls. Look into connecting to Disability Housing Alliance which covers 10 counties similar to the Alta Regional coverage area. Supervisor Provenza commented that budgetary help or policy help can go through county and Assemblymember Aguiar-Curry’s office.
5. Update from local Aging Commissions
Winters Senior Commission on Aging disbanded on 6/20/23 due to inability to recruit and retain commission members. There is an intent by the Winters City Council to create a new parks and recreation committee that include senior issues.
Davis (Jim Daniel)-7 members, Council member liaison is Bapu Vitalia and Jim is a the co-chair. Reviewed proposal for senior affordable housing for Bretton Woods development near Sutter Hospital.  Presentation to them on Elder Abuse from Yolo County DA, Davis Senior Center and Travel Training event. Putting together work plan for next year. Lots of education to commission.  Hope is to use this education to request action from council. E.g.: Bretton Wood recommendations.
Woodland (Regan Overholt) Commission has a work plan that will be approved in Sept.  Working on “Teens Helping Seniors” project with a party at the end. Had a senior resource fair in May. Update the Woodland Apartment list for the city each year. Have received presentations from Meals on Wheels and waste management. Next, looking into senior discounts. Getting more involved in advocacy. Woodland has the Senior Center Inc. that support the activities at the center.

6. Update and action: Open meetings: teleconferences: bodies with appointed membership. Assemblymember Aguiar-Curry is now the Speaker ProTem so no longer on the cities committee.
There continues to be active pieces of legislation to address allowing remote participation for public meetings.: 

· AB557 Open Meetings teleconference-during declared emergencies only. 

· SB411 Open meeting with appointed membership-now only for one LA commission

· SB537 Cross county agencies
· AB817 Open meetings for subsidiary bodies-now a 2 year bill (not moving forward)

· AB1379 sweeping changes (withdrawn)
FOLLOW UP: Kim Britt notes that California Public Authority Assoc. advocating for carve out for persons with disabilities. Follow this. 
FOLLOW UP: Engage our Yolo County Board of Supervisors Leg Subcommittee and legislative rep. (Alex Tinglolics) to address this, especially related to appointed bodies. Find out what conversations are happening and be a part of it. 

7. Update from Yolo Healthy Aging Alliance (Sheila Allen) STAR program (Senior Technology Assistance and Resources) program currently in Esparto, next up Woodland in the early fall at the Senior and Community Center. Part of curriculum is how to connect to services and includes bookmarking YHAA. 
Difficulties changing to congregate only model for food truck. Continuing the county ARP funded food program that has expanded the program to rural Yolo. 

Updated Senior Resource Guide is at the printer and now includes a Spanish version. Reactivate the Emergency Prep work. 
State grant for educating the public on extreme heat, saving water, emergency preparation and getting a social security number. 
8. Update from Agency on Aging-Area 4 (German Ayon) The Yolo Aging and Disability Resource Connection (ADRC) will have staff in 25 N. Cottonwood 5 day starting August 15 including a case manager to meet individually. The ADRC includes AAA4, YHAA and Resources for Independent Living. AAA4 is in the process of hiring more case managers. The AAA4 50th anniversary celebration is Thurs. Sept. 28. All are welcome.  Each county (including Yolo) will be creating a basket for an auction. AAA4 is reinstating performance standards for JPEC. Doing evaluations of funded programs.
