Wednesday June 5, 2024 6:30 PM

1. Call to Order The meeting was called to order by Scott Picanso.  Committee members present were, Mark Ulrich, Doug Williams, Georgia Cochran and Rick Fenaroli.  Also present was Yana Pavlova from the CSA Administrative Support Team, Dottie Prichard from the Supervisor’s Office, Mike Lane, SUSP and members of community.

2. Introductions: Yana Pavlova, new CSA Manager.

3. Public Comment:  Rob Johnson, concern for ballots for Prob 218, no submittal is same as yes note. Instructions need to be better, Dottie, the word ballot is not correct, need proper identification from county. Yana will modify the instructions. Rick- Yolo county website does not differentiate between water, sewer and trash?
Scott - FAQ’s are more helpful, should be put into mailing. Mailing to owners, not renters.  Concern for pond level, want to fill them up.  Lachi passed out well status, explained why we cannot fill ponds from Moore Canal.  Problem is that only one well is available for potable.  Lachi- classification of Canvasback is as backup, not main well which is Pintail.  Permit issue with where the water can be pumped.  Lachi – recycle pond needs to be below 2 ntu turbidity, and Moore canal water cannot be put into pond. Trying to put Moore canal water into the wet well, and fill golf course ponds with this water.  Rick - we need to get Moore canal water into wet well and then into ponds.  Lachi – big issue is do the regulatory agencies concur?

B. Update from SUSP (SUSP) Mike - Report was handed out, have diesel pump to supply irrigation pumps. Mark - water used at homes causing grass being burned?  Mike probably not due to something in water.  Booster pump is on order.

D. Update regarding the Golf Course operation (Ullrich/Picanso) Rick would like to see a financial report, Yana will prepare financial report when she gets better information.  Lightspeed will supply financials.

E. Status of Golf Course RFP (County) Last day to submit bids was today.

F. Status of Pintail Arsenic Treatment project and Wood Duck well (County) 
Working on system lead time for arsenic unit. 
Well on standby, looking for additional funding, trying to bridge gap for rest of well money.  Have $1.7 million, costs appear to be $4 million from LSC.  Lachi – contingency funding? Yana= there is only $500,000 in contingency.   Will be $2.3 million short, have one year to spend $1.7 million then apply for contingency.  Georgia asked, could we spend reserves after Prop 218 passing? Need to be careful when spending reserves.  Lachi – will go out for bid for a portion of the project say $2 million, take some from reserves, ASAP. Could put in pump and piping, and leave off other items.

G. Grand Jury Complaint (Picanso/Fenaroli) Passed out complaint, discussed, need to hold county accountable.

H. Call for Member Resignations (Fenaroli) Rick stepping down today.
Want   the rest of us to also step down.  Scott should have continuity with new county people, so we should not step down.  Should do the transition more gradually, one person at a time.  Mark also disagrees the we should step down.  Need to have financials on agenda at every meeting. Dottie said is it is hard to get new members.
