The approximate improvement area is 685,000 sq ft and includes, but is not limited to Runway 16-34 and Taxiway B rehabilitation.  Estimated construction cost is $2,000,000.

The proposed contract is under and subject to Executive Order 11246, as amended, of September 24, 1965, and to the Equal Employment Opportunity (EEO) and Federal Labor Provisions.  All labor on the Project shall be paid no less than the higher of either the prevailing State wage rates established by the Director of the State of California, Dept of Industrial Relations, or the prevailing Federal wage rates established by the US Secretary of Labor.
The EEO requirements, labor provisions, and wage rates are included in the Specifications and Bid Documents and are available for inspection at the Yolo County Department of General Services, 625 Court St, Room 203, Woodland, CA 95695.  Each bidder must complete, sign and furnish with his bid the “Bidder’s Statement on Previous Contracts Subject to EEO Clause”, a “Certification of Nonsegregated Facilities”, and the “Assurance of Disadvantaged Business Enterprise Participation” as contained in the Bid Proposal.

To be eligible for award, each bidder must comply with the affirmative action requirements which are contained in the Specifications.  A contractor having 50 or more employees and his subcontractors having 50 or more employees and who may be awarded a contract of $50,000 or more will be required to maintain an affirmative action program; the standards for which are contained in the Specifications.

The requirements of 49 CFR Part 26, Regulations of the US Dept of Transportation, apply to this contract.  For credit to b allowed toward the DBE goal for this project, prospective DBE’s must be certified by Caltrans, or other agency acceptable to the County, on the date bids for this project are open.
